119 countries.

Seminars & informal networking

ICEF Berlin is renowned for the breadth and depth of its professional
development opportunities, and this year was no exception. Over the
course of the first day, delegates were able to choose from 40+ seminars,
panel discussions, and roundtable debates, all led by experts, academics,
and senior leaders from across the sector. Key sessions this year included
an update on the latest edition of our Agent Voice survey; a presentation
on how language schools can incorporate technology into their existing
approach in order to stay competitive; a panel discussion on the evolving
student landscape; a panel looking into how to build mutually beneficial
partnerships with industry in order to foster better post-study work
opportunities; a number of destination spotlight sessions; an interview
looking at the differing approaches adopted by New Zealand and Australia
towards international student recruitment; and a panel discussion focused
on the increasingly important role of compliance.

A key component of any ICEF event, evening receptions are crucial to the
B2B networking experience, providing greater space for delegates to cement
their new relationships.



This year, with ICEF Berlin celebrating 30 years of facilitating new partnerships,
a welcome reception sponsored by Coquitlam School District provided
delegates with the perfect opportunity to get acquainted, catch up with

old friends, and reflect on the day’s seminars. On the second day, a special
anniversary dinner sponsored by MLA provided the event with a suitably
memorable conclusion as we look forward to thirty more years of bringing the
international education community together.
